Step 1: (Read Instructions prior to installation) for faster removal and installation of exhaust a trained professional is
	 recommended for this procedure.
Step 2: Secure stock exhaust with jack/stands.
Step 3: Disconnect negative battery terminal.
Step 4: Remove the (x3) nuts securing the stock exhaust to the OE front pipe.
Step 5: Remove the muffler rubber hanger mounts off the chassis and remove the OE exhaust.
Step 6: Remove the rubber mounts off the OE exhaust section and transfer onto the TAKEDA exhaust system.
Step 7: Install the TAKEDA mid pipe #1, using OE nuts and using (x1) supplied gasket. Do not tighten.
Step 8: Using the (x1) supplied 3" band clamp, install the mid pipe #2 onto the mid pipe #1 but do not tighten.
Step 9: Using the (x1) supplied 3" band clamp, install the Y-pipe onto the mid pipe #2 but do not tighten.
Step 10: Using the (x1) supplied 2.5" band clamp, install the right muffler onto the Y-pipe but do not tighten.
Step 11: Using the (x1) supplied 2.5" band clamp, install the left muffler onto the Y-pipe but do not tighten

Step 12: Align the brackets on the mufflers with the right
	     hand muffler bracket positioned behind the left
	     hand muffler bracket and attach using the supplied
	     8mm nuts and bolts but do not tighten at this time.

Step 13: Adjust TAKEDA exhaust system before tightening.
Step 14: Once aligned and you’re satisfied, you may now
	      tighten complete system.
Step 15: Reconnect battery.
Step 16: Start the vehicle and check for any leaks.
Step 17: Double check all work and ensure everything is tight
	     Congratulations, your system is now complete and
	     fully Installed! 
Note: It is recommended to re-tighten all clamps and
	 bolts after 50-100 miles.
